NAGPRA NEWS

The archaeology department continues to make progress in
inventorying and re-housing human remains and associated
funerary objects subject to NAGPRA. Since January, we have
published two notices of inventory completion (3/18/2019
and 04/01/2019) for 134 individuals and 15,196 AFOs and
inventoried over 10,152 artifacts on our 2018 consultation/
documentation grant from the National NAGPRA Program,
in partnership with the Caddo Nation of Oklahoma, Cherokee
Nation and United Keetoowah Band of Cherokee Indians in
Oklahoma, Choctaw Nation of Oklahoma, Osage Nation and
Wichita and Affiliated Tribes (Wichita, Keechi, Waco and

Tawakonie).
